This description is of the artistic chronometer, which allows the viewer to modify how one views the idea executed by the maker/artist.  
Gallery space converts into a customized space for the viewers to get an enhanced experience. Hence this categorization of art practice is of three brief 
points, which eventually befalls as the title for our exhibition.  
 
Time: Artist uses, úNÈÓ©û as a key instrument to grasp and gather all the ideas s/he gets by observing and indulging into a variety of events. Viewer can 
use this route to interpret works from one of more viewpoints conveyed by artists on display. 
Space: It is clear that creative mind uses popular imagery or a common event, then place the subject in self-narration, where the viewer gets to see the 
real image of the virtual experiences. Now on a larger ground enveloped in by a Society, City and Country, or with due time in any other given space.
